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Introduction 
Learning is changing. A pivotal force in bringing about this change is the use of information and communication technology which provides richer, more immediate, world-relevant educational resources and opportunities. When used well, ICT enriches learning and enhances teaching. It invigorates classroom activities and is a powerful motivational tool that encourages learners to progress in more personalised and self-directed ways.
ICT is an accepted element in all our lives and has an ever-increasing central role to play in education. It is the aim of this policy to identify this role in the context of educational needs in our school. Learning is changing and this policy will endeavour to identify how ICT can enhance this change and what role ICT will play in teaching and learning in Kildimo National School. 
ICT’s are now an integral part in our lives. The children of today have been born into this technological era and are generally very capable IT users.  As well as being an important educational resource, the ability to use ICT effectively is a vital life skill in modern society.  Our aim is to produce learners (pupils and staff) who are confident and effective users of ICT.  
We at Kildimo NS hope that by developing skills in ICT in our students we will also develop skills that are necessary to solve problems, to collaborate and communicate effectively, and to become more evaluative and inventive young people. 

As teachers, we will use ICT to motivate our pupils to find new ways of engaging with their learning. We will engage with ICT’s to improve the learning experiences of all our pupils. 

We in Kildimo National School are aware that ICT has the potential to improve not only basic educational skills but also higher-order cognitive skills. Interactive technology motivates and stimulates learning and engages all learners in our school. Technology encourages children to become more involved n their own learning and has the potential to directly impact upon the quality of such learning. 
Our aim is to produce learners (pupils and staff) who are confident and effective users of ICT.  We strive to achieve this aim by: 

· Helping all staff and pupils to explore the learning resources provided by ICT 

· Helping all children to use ICT with purpose and enjoyment 

· Helping all children to develop the necessary skills to exploit ICT

· Helping children to become autonomous users of ICT 

· Helping all children to evaluate the benefits of ICT and its impact on society 

· Using ICT to develop partnerships beyond the school 

· Celebrating success in the use of ICT.

Rationale

ICT can be used in a variety of ways and for a variety of reasons in the primary school. ICT can offer students and teachers methods of learning and teaching that cannot be found in other subjects. ICT can be used as a very effective tool in order to compliment to on-going work of the teacher. It can be used to facilitate access to a broad range of    activities in a variety of contexts and can be used to develop new techniques in learning for the children in our school. 

General Aims
1. To promote a positive, competent attitude to technology 
2. To facilitate cross-curricular learning

3. To promote imagination and creativity 
4. To develop problem-solving skills 

5. To encourage children to communicate effectively 

6. To use computers as tools to enhance further learning 

7. To provide a powerful and up to date teaching resource for all our teachers

8. To generate cross-cultural and international links through the use of e-mail 

9. Raise levels of teacher competence and confidence in integrating and using a range of different technologies into their planning, teaching and assessment of children’s work. 

10. To enhance and enrich children’s learning and add to its enjoyment 

11. Provide access to internet, interactive learning resources and whiteboards.

12.  Develop children’s independent learning skills using ICT across the curriculum.

13.  Develop information handling and research skills
Our School
    Currently we are working on developing an ICT culture within our school.  As a staff we share teaching resources on shared drives. We have a school database in place (Aladdin for Schools) to track pupils’ attendance and testing and to keep a record of their school reports.  Pupils have the opportunity to increase their learning experience by using our student I-pads. We also have a school website and a school app which are both updated regularly. We invest regularly and effectively with funds made available from the Department of Education Infrastructure Grants. The following list outlines in detail what ICTs we have in place in our school.
· Each classroom is equipped with a laptop, central printing facility, five classrooms have interactive white boards, two with digital whiteboards (not interactive) and all classrooms have access to 30 i-Pads each week 
· 3 i-Pads for SET use 
· Wireless internet available in every room

· Each member of SET is also equipped with a laptop  

· Our current broadband provider is Eircom, as dictated by Department of Education and Skills Schools Broadband scheme

· All new laptops purchased to have Microsoft Office Basic  

· Most up-to-date operating system to be chosen when purchasing new computers

· There is one networked printer which also serves as a scanner 

· Digital, Video and web cameras are stored in the Principal’s Office 

· The data projector is stored in the Principal’s Office  

· ICT resources may be used in classrooms but must be returned to the principal’s office after use.

· The principal’s office is equipped with a laptop and secretary’s office is equipped with a desktop pc, also with access to the same colour printer

· One digital camera available in the school for use by the classes

· Projector in school library with cinematic pull-down screen  
· Teachers have access to visualisers which are stored in central storage 

· Our PE hall is equipped with a cinematic pull-down screen/ projector and speaker/sound system

· Speaker Sound System – Pupils with hearing impairment
ICT in our school
1. Provides a safe environment for learning

2. Has the flexibility to meet individual pupil needs within our school 

3. Can motivate and enthuse pupils and staff 

4. Research on internet 

5. Storage of pupil’s work 

6. Provides more effective communication with staff and parents

7. Can present information in new, multi-sensory ways 

8. Promotes access for pupils with learning difficulties 

9. Allows more affective school administration

10. Allows Music composition and digital recording

11. Online storage of records of achievement/portfolio assessment

On Leaving Kildimo National School 
We hope each child who leaves our school will be proficient in the use of ICT. To this end we hope that each child will have developed a proficient knowledge base in the use of technology (computers/I-Pads). 

We implement an integrated ICT programme within our school in the hope of teaching our pupils how to use the different aspects of computers/I-Pads. Our main aim is to enhance the learning of our pupils with the following functions in mind: 
· Turning device on/off 

· Introduction to the desktop/ home screen and various features of the device

· Develop typing skills 

· Use of internet and search engines 

· Attaining images and information from the internet 

· Creating word documents, inserting text/images and manipulating these within the document 
· Effective use of a digital camera 

· Using e-mail from class to class or within the school, with other schools etc.

· Effective use of media apps, editing etc. 

· Create and deliver digital presentations on various platforms including Power point, Google Slides and Keynote
· Effective use of Google Suite and other online Platforms 

· Use Google Earth and Google Maps to investigate areas or towns around the country and other countries 

· Create a photo story or movie with pictures, videos and music
“ICT can positively contribute to the children’s learning across the curriculum.........ICT facilitates the differentiation of the curriculum to suit the range of learning needs and styles of individual children.  In this way, ICT can offer the teacher a powerful teaching and learning resource helping to ensure that all children can enjoy success as learners.” The internet provides a wealth of educational resources that support the strands of the Irish Primary School Curriculum. 
ICT Co-ordination

· The school has an Assistant Principal II, who holds responsibility for ICT as part of a designated schedule of responsibilities  

· Any IT faults which cannot be rectified by hardware user are to be reported to the ICT co-ordinator 

· Each i-Pad is labelled with a number for ease of software filing etc – this list is stored in the box with computer installation software, and is also attached to this policy

· Anti-virus Protection is installed on all laptops with access to broadband.

Roles and Responsibilities of ICT Co-Ordinator

· Provide leadership and direction. 

· Play a key role and liaise with Principal and staff in the drawing up of a whole school policy for ICT. 

· Support, guide and motivate colleagues in the use and development of ICT across the curriculum. 

· Advise staff on ICT training and support which is available to them.

· Ensure that the use of ICT is managed and organised to meet school aims and objectives. 

· Contribute to the monitoring and evaluation process. 

· Keep up to date with recent developments in ICT and advise colleagues appropriately.

· Identify and assess new approaches to the use of e-learning 

· Report technical problems to principal 

· Monitor the work being carried out in ICT throughout the school to ensure progression. 

· Monitor and update the school website/app 

Responsibilities of Class Teachers 

· To monitor skills needed to organise training for teachers as required. 

· To pool resources within the school.

· To construct evaluative procedures for monitoring the progress and effects of ICT in the classes. 
· Share ideas, resources, skills and practices with fellow teachers on staff.

· Integrate ICT throughout curriculum. 
· Read and be familiar with the schools’ internet acceptable use policy. 
· Inform the ICT post-holder of any technical problems and resources which need replacing.  
· Ensure that all resources borrowed by the central storage are returned. 
· Post updates on classwork to the school app. 

· Monitor and supervise the use of laptops, computers and I-Pads in the classroom. 
· Teachers are asked to check their school email account each day.
Teacher Planning and Reporting 

Kildimo National School recognises that advantages to using ICT as a tool for teacher planning, preparation, record keeping and reporting. All teachers use ICT to prepare half yearly, fortnightly and weekly plans. End of Year Reports are also completed using ICT. Teachers make use of the NCCA online planning tool to inform their planning. Additionally, the school has access to a number of educational companies’ online resources for planning including cjfallon.ie, growinlove.ie, Bua na Cainte and folensonline.ie and many more which will vary from year to year. 

Professional Development 
Teacher confidence and competence has been identified as a key target for the successful implementation of the school plan. Teachers will be encouraged to attend ICT courses. It will be necessary to identify the professional development needs of the staff and provide the necessary support. The ICT co-ordinator will liaise with the local Education Centre to keep abreast of the most suitable courses available and staff will be informed as required. 

Current Usage of Facilities

· A laptop and whiteboard are used as a medium of teaching and learning in all the classrooms, but it is necessary to timetable access to the I-Pads each week. 

· Current usage includes pre-reading and early reading work; pre-number and early number work; mathematical application; development of thinking and problem solving skills; word processing, desktop publishing; use of multimedia encyclopaedia and typing skills; internet work; presentation of project work; creating art work; spelling; development of fine motor skills; music composition and recording.
Additional Learning Needs 
There are children with additional learning needs in our school and one of our tasks is to identify software and resources that will aid their learning. This can be done in consultation with members of the Special Educational Team, Education Centres and relevant outside agencies. On-going staff training is essential in this area in order to broaden the skills base within this area. All children will have equal access to the use of ICT across the curriculum. Should our school profile change, we will endeavour to revise and review resources on a need’s basis.   
Exceptional Students
ICT is used in all classrooms to challenge and extend the educational opportunities for pupils with above average attainment. (Scratch, differentiated teacher designed tasks). 
Maintenance
· We are looking towards negotiating a maintenance contract for our IT needs 
· Each teacher is asked to lock away their laptop at the end of the day

· The laptops are with the teacher and move with them from year-to-year.
ICT in the Home and in the Community  

An increasing number of children have access to computers in the home. In keeping with the school Homework Policy, children will be encouraged to make use of home computers and ICT resources.  Where appropriate, children will be given opportunities to make use of ICT resources to: 
· Carry out research to support classroom work and projects 
· Use suggested websites provided by teacher to support learning 
Internet Safety 

· Refer to school internet acceptable use policy (AUP). 
· Refer to anti-bullying policy with regard to cyber bullying 
· Refer to data protection policy with regard to personal data being shared

Communications Costs

Eircom ISDN line is supplied to the school at present.
School App/Website
Kildimo National Schools App will be kept updated regularly with current information regarding events, school calendar and ongoing work by pupils in the school. It will also be used as a tool for informing and involving parents in their child’s education. The school also hosts a website at www.kildimons.ie. School newsletters and other news items will be added regularly. School policies that are relevant to parents will also be added to this site.
Internet access in our school 
This policy outlines our purpose in providing e-mail and access to the internet and explains how Kildimo NS is seeking to avoid the potential problems that internet access could give rise to. Providing access to the internet in school will enhance educational experiences and support the professional work of staff. Teachers and pupils will have access to web sites world-wide offering educational resources, news and current events.  There will be opportunities for discussion with the experts in many fields and to communicate and exchange information and others world-wide. In addition, staff will have the opportunity to access materials and good curriculum practice, to communicate with the advisory and support services, professional and colleagues. Staff will be given opportunities to discuss the issues and develop good teaching strategies.  All staff and any other adults involved in supervising children accessing the internet, will be provided with the Schools Acceptable Use Policy (AUP) and will have its importance explained to them. 
Ensuring access is appropriate and safe 
The internet is freely available to any person wishing to send e-mail or publishing a web site.  In common with other media such as magazines, books and video, some material available on the internet is unsuitable for pupils.  Pupils in school are unlikely to see inappropriate content in books due to selection by publisher and teacher.  The school will take every practical measure to ensure that children do not encounter upsetting, offensive or otherwise inappropriate material on the internet.  The following key measures have been adopted to help ensure that our pupils are not exposed to unsuitable materials; 
· Children using the internet will be working in the classroom, during lesson time and will be supervised by the class teacher at all times.
· Staff will check that the sites pre-selected for pupil’s use are appropriate to the age and maturity of pupils. 
· Staff will be particularly vigilant when pupils are undertaking their own search and will check that the children are following the agreed search plan. 
· Pupils will be taught to use e-mail and the internet responsibly in order to reduce the risk to themselves and others. 
· Our Rules for Responsible Internet Use will be posted near computer systems. 
· School staff will monitor the effectiveness of the internet access strategies. 
· School staff will ensure that occasional checks are made on files to monitor compliance with the school’s Internet Access Policy. 
· Methods to quantify and minimise the risk of pupils being exposed to inappropriate material will be reviewed in consultation with colleagues. 

It is our experience to date that the above measures have been highly effective.  However, due to the international scale and linked nature of information available via the internet it is not possible to guarantee that particular types of material will never appear on a computer screen.  The school will not accept liability for the material accessed, or any consequences thereof. 

A most important element of the Rules for Responsible Internet Use is that pupils will are taught to tell a teacher immediately if they encounter any materials that make them feel uncomfortable.  With this in mind teachers will go through the Webwise “Internet Safety Awareness” Programme with their class prior to using the Internet.  This will educate the children to the dangers of the internet and make them aware of cyber bullying and the harm it can cause and what actions to take in such event. If there is an incident in which a pupil is exposed to offensive or upsetting material the school will respond to the situation quickly and on a number of levels.  Responsibility for handling incidents involving children will be dealt with by the relevant teacher. If one or more pupils discover inappropriate material our first priority will be to give them appropriate support.  His/Their parents/guardians will be informed and given an explanation of the course of action taken by the school.  The school aims to work with parents/guardians and pupils to resolve any issue. If staff or pupils discover any unsuitable sites they will report the URL and content to the Internet service provider if it is thought that the material is illegal.  After consultation with the ISP, the site will be referred to the Internet Watch Foundation and the Gardaí. Pupils are expected to play their part in reducing the risk of viewing inappropriate material by obeying the Rules of Responsible Internet Use which have been designed to help protect them from exposure to internet sites carrying offensive material.  If pupils abuse the privileges of access to the internet and e-mail facilities by failing to follow the rules they have been taught or failing to follow the agreed search plan when undertaking their own internet search, then sanctions consistent with our School Behaviour Policy will be applied. This may involve informing parents/guardians. Teachers may also consider whether access to the internet may be denied for a period. 

Maintaining security 
We are aware that connection to the internet significantly increases the risk that a computer or a computer network may be infected by a virus or accessed by unauthorised persons. Teachers will update the virus protection regularly and will keep up to date with IT developments and strategies to protect the computers. 
Internet to enhance learning 
Pupils will learn how to use a web browser.  Older pupils will be taught to use suitable web search engines.  Staff and pupils will use the internet to find and evaluate information.  Access to the internet will become a planned part of the curriculum that will enrich and extend learning activities and will be integrated into the class schemes of work.  As in other areas of their work, we recognise that pupils learn most effectively when they are given clear objectives for internet use. Different ways of accessing information from the internet will be used depending upon the nature of the material being accessed and the age of the pupils.

· Access to the internet may be by teacher demonstration 
· Pupils may access teacher-prepared materials 
· Pupils may be given a suitable web page or a single web site to access. 
· Pupils may be provided with lists of relevant and suitable web sites which they may access. 
· Older, more experienced pupils may be allowed to undertake their own internet search having agreed a search plan with their teacher.  Pupils will be expected to observe the Rules of Responsible Internet Use and will be informed that checks can and will be made on files held on the system and sites they access. 

The teacher will supervise pupils accessing the internet at all times.  They will only be allowed to use the internet once they have been taught the Rules of Responsible Internet Use and the reasons for these rules.  Teachers will endeavour to ensure that these rules remain uppermost in the children’s minds as they use the internet. 

Using information attained from the web 
We believe that in order to use information from the internet effectively, it is important for pupils to develop an understanding of the nature of the internet and the information available on it.  In particular, they should know that, unlike the school library books for example, most of the information on the internet is intended for an adult audience, and that much of the information on the internet is not properly audited / edited and most of it is copyright. 
· Pupils will be taught to expect a wider range of content, both in level and in audience, than is found in the school library or on television. 
· Teachers will ensure that pupils are aware of the need to validate information whenever possible before accepting it as true and understand that this is even more important when considering information from the internet. 
· When copying materials from the web, pupils will be taught to observe copyright and reference their work. 
· Pupils will be made aware that the writer of an e-mail or the author of a web page may not be the person claimed.
Using e-mail 
Pupils will learn how to use an e-mail application and be taught e-mail conventions.  Staff and pupils will begin to use e-mail to communicate with others, to request and to share information.  It is important that communications with persons and organisations are properly managed to ensure appropriate educational use. 
Therefore; 
· Pupils will only be allowed to use e-mail once they have been taught the Rules of Responsible Internet Use and the reasons for these rules. 
· Teachers will endeavour to ensure that these rules remain uppermost in the children’s minds as they monitor children using e-mail
· Parents will also endeavour to ensure that these rules remain uppermost in the children’s minds as they monitor children using e-mail in the home setting 
· Pupils may send e-mail as part of planned lessons but will not be given individual e-mail addresses as a general rule. If this is required, parental consent will be sought and confirmed.   
· In-coming e-mails to pupils will not be regarded as private and will be monitored. 
· Children will have the e-mail messages they compose checked by a member of staff before sending them. 
· Pupils will only be permitted to use e-mail addresses in school for educational purposes and not personal reasons.  
· Senior classes may be provided with an email address for class use, for the sharing and printing of school work or projects.  

· Google Classroom may be used for the same above reason but will be monitored closely by the classroom teacher for school-based work and parent for home-based work. 
Digital Learning Plan 
A new Digital Learning Framework for primary and post primary schools has been developed by the Department and is being rolled out to all schools in the 2018/2019 school year.
The Digital Learning Framework represents one of the key supports envisaged under the Digital Strategy for Schools 2015-2020. In implementing the Digital Learning Framework, schools and teachers are given a structure which allows them to identify where they are on the journey towards embedding digital technologies in teaching, learning and assessment, and enable them to progress in that journey. Please see our Digital Learning Plan for more information. 

Rules of Responsible Internet Use

Our school has installed computers with internet access to help our learning.  These rules will help keep us safe and help us be fair to others. 
Using devices

· I will not access other people’s files. 
· I will not bring devices from home and try to link them up with school devices 
· I will not delete files or folders without permission 
· I will not change the desktop picture without permission. 

Using the Internet 

· I will ask permission from my teacher before using the internet. 
· I will report any unpleasant material to my teacher immediately because this will help protect other pupils and myself. 
· I understand that the school may check my computer files and may monitor the internet sites I visit. 
· I will not complete and send forms without the permission of my teacher. 
· I will not give my full name, my home address or telephone number when completing forms. 
· I will use the internet for educational use only. 
· I will not visit internet sites which contain obscene, illegal, harmful or otherwise objectionable material.
· I will not visit social media sites or use YouTube under any circumstances. 

Using e-mail 

· I will ask permission from a teacher before checking the e-mail. 
· I will immediately report any unpleasant messages sent to me because this would help protect other pupils and myself. 
· I understand that others may read e-mail messages which I receive or send. 
· I will not send any illegal, obscene, defamatory or annoying messages. 
· I will only send e-mails to people I know, or my teacher has approved.
· I will only send an e-mail which has been approved by a teacher. 
· I will not give my full name, my home address or telephone number. 
Sanctions 

If a pupil deliberately misuses the internet, email or any digital tools, this will result in disciplinary action, including the withdrawal of access privileges. Parents/guardians will be notified of misuse by a pupil.

Internet Safety: Acceptable Use Policy

School Name:  Kildimo National School 
Address: Kildimo, Co. Limerick 
The aim of this Acceptable Use Policy is to ensure that students will benefit from learning opportunities offered by the school’s Internet resources in a safe and effective manner. Internet use and access is considered a school resource and privilege. Therefore, if the school AUP is not adhered to this privilege will be withdrawn and appropriate sanctions – as outlined in the AUP – will be imposed.  

It is envisaged that school and parent representatives will revise the AUP annually. Before signing, the AUP should be read carefully to ensure that the conditions of use are accepted and understood.  

School’s Strategy  
The school employs a number of strategies in order to maximise learning opportunities and reduce risks associated with the Internet. These strategies are as follows:  

General 
· Internet sessions will always be supervised by a teacher  
· Filtering software and/or equivalent systems will be used in order to minimise the risk of exposure to inappropriate material  
· The school will regularly monitor students’ internet usage  
· Students and teachers will be provided with training in the area of Internet safety 
· Uploading and downloading of non-approved software will not be permitted  
· Virus protection software will be used and updated on a regular basis  
· The use of personal memory sticks, or other digital storage media in school, requires a teacher’s permission  
· Students will treat others with respect at all times and will not undertake any actions that may bring the school into disrepute  
Internet  
· Students will not intentionally visit Internet sites that contain obscene, illegal, harmful or otherwise objectionable materials  
· Pupils will observe good “netiquette” (etiquette on the internet) at all times and will not undertake any action that may bring a school into disrepute
· ‘YouTube’ (and similar sites) can be accessed only under the supervision and direction of the teacher.
· Students will report accidental accessing of inappropriate materials in accordance with school procedures  
· Students will use the Internet for educational purposes only 
· Students will never disclose or publicise personal information  
· Downloading by students of materials or images not relevant to their studies is in direct breach of the school’s Acceptable Use Policy  
· Students will be aware that any usage, including distributing or receiving information, school-related or personal, may be monitored for unusual activity, security and/or network management reasons. 

Email  
If pupils are allowed to use email, the following rules will apply:
· Students will use approved class email accounts under supervision by or permission from a teacher  
· Students will not send or receive any material that is illegal, obscene, defamatory or that is intended to annoy or intimidate another person  
· Students will not reveal their own or other people’s personal details, such as addresses or telephone numbers or pictures  
· Students will note that sending and receiving email attachments is subject to permission from their teacher  
· Students are not permitted to use internet chat rooms.

School App/Website  
Teachers will manage the publication of material on the school website.
· Personal pupil information, home addresses and contact details will not be published on the school website
· Class lists will not be published
· Students will be given the opportunity to publish projects, artwork or school work on the World Wide Web in accordance with clear policies and approval processes regarding the content that can be loaded to the school’s website  
· The app/website will be regularly checked to ensure that there is no content that compromises the safety of students or staff.

· Website using facilities such as comments and user-generated content will be checked frequently to ensure that they do not contain personal details  
· The publication of student work will be co-ordinated by a teacher  
· The school will endeavour to use digital photographs, audio or video clips focusing on group activities. Content focusing on individual students will only be published on the school website with parental permission 
· Personal student information including home address and contact details will be omitted from school web pages  
· The school website will avoid publishing the last name of individuals in a photograph 
· The school will ensure that the image files are appropriately named and will not use students’ names in image file names 
· Students will continue to own the copyright on any work published  

Personal Devices 
Students are not permitted to use their own technology in school. 
Legislation 
The school will encourage parents and students to familiarise themselves with the following legislation relating to the use of the internet. Data Protection Act 2018 and Children First Act 2015.  
Support Structures  
The school will inform students and parents of key support structures and organisations that deal with illegal material or harmful use of the Internet.  

Sanctions  
Misuse of the Internet may result in disciplinary action, including written warnings, withdrawal of access privileges and, in extreme cases, suspension. The school also reserves the right to report any illegal activities to the appropriate authorities. 

Communications  
A wide range of rapidly developing communications technologies has the potential to enhance learning. The following table shows how the school currently considers the benefit and risks/disadvantages of using these technologies for education:
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Dear Parent/Guardian,
As part of the school’s education programme we offer pupils supervised access to the Internet. This will allow pupils vast educational opportunities by helping them for example, locate material for projects, become independent in controlling their own research and become independent learners. 

While we as educationalists recognise the value of the Internet as a resource, we must also acknowledge the potential risks to students. Our aim is to teach pupils to recognise the risks and to become ‘Internet Wise’. 

This process is the responsibility of the school and the parent/guardian.

For this reason, we have compiled a school policy on Internet safety. Parents must also set and convey standards of usage to their children.

It is important that you read the school’s Internet Policy and sign the attached document.
There is also a document for pupils to sign. Parents should discuss this document with their children to ensure that they clearly understand the school rules with regard to Internet usage.
